The past year has been an
eventful vyear for your
cooperative, and the employees
and management of FCA want to
share the joy of the season with
all of you. The year was a tough
one for a large number of our
customers, with the economy
sour, ranch prices low, methane
shutting down, and the general
attitude less than positive.
Nobody knows when it will
improve, but in this season of the
year, we can stop a moment and
consider the true meaning of the
holiday and the gift of life that

we celebrate.

There is good in the world, and
we will weather the storm, and be
ready for the sunshine when it
comes. As Americans, we remain
optimistic and hopeful, knowing
that we can make it through the
tough times. The New Year will
bring an improvement in the
economy and profitability to our
customers.

Annual Meeting

At the FCA annual meeting in
November, we reported a
reasonable year for profitability,
and there was over $100,000 in
cash distributed in cash to
members in patronage. The rate
was 3.21% on all purchases from
FCA, and .507% on wheat sold to
FCA, with 30% paid in cash. In
addition FCA paid out over
$150,000 in redemption of
equities to estates and
retirements in the last year. We
now pay members out at the age
of 85. The members re-elected
the incumbents to their positions
on the Board so there was not a
change on the Board. Your
cooperative is financially strong,
and working hard to keep abreast
of market changes to maintain
quality service to our customers.

Construction Update

The old mill site is currently in
the remodeling stage, and a new
warehouse will be built this
winter over the site. The office
and main warehouse will be
resided to match it, and both the
new and old warehouses will be
insulated. The space will serve
our members and customers with
adequate inventory of the
supplies you need and want.

We also have purchased a new
fuel tanker to keep our truck fleet
current for delivery of quality
refined fuels when our customers
need them. All facilities and
equipment is maintained in good
repair and well able to give good
service.

Year-to-Date Update

We have finished the first 6
months of the new fiscal year.
Sales volume has been good in
some areas and steady in others.
Fuel is maintaining volume at
the station and in the bulk. Cold
weather has caused our
customers to use more propane,
after a drop in usage with a
warmer November. Feed sales
have grown and the store has
been steady. Expenses have been
a little higher, but we have tried
to keep them controlled.
Profitability is down a little, but
the financial stability of FCA has

been maintained.

Your cooperative is constantly
looking for ways to serve you
better, and your suggestions are
always welcomed. In the New
Year, we wish for you and your
families a full measure of health,
prosperity and good will. Please
let us know how we can serve you
better.
